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Introduction 
 

Since 1990, as required by its authorizing legislation, the Communications Act of 1934, 
as amended,1 the Corporation for Public Broadcasting (CPB) has funded an independent 
television production service.  The Independent Television Service (ITVS), an entity 
separate from CPB, contracts with CPB to fund public television programs produced by 
independent producers and independent production entities.  As required by law, CPB 
ensures that these funds are used to further our fundamental goals of expanding diversity 
and promoting innovation in programming available to public broadcasting.  The statute 
also requires that CPB report annually to Congress “regarding the activities and 
expenditures of the independent production service.”2  This report summarizes the 
activities and expenditures of ITVS for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2007. 
 
ITVS was incorporated on September 22, 1989 and began operations in St. Paul, 
Minnesota in 1991.  Now headquartered in San Francisco, ITVS is governed by a 13-
member Board of Directors, which includes independent producers, media arts center 
executives and programmers, public television managers, academics and independent 
media experts.  The National Coalition of Independent Public Broadcasting Producers 
(NCIPBP) prepares an annual slate of nominees for the ITVS Board.  ITVS bylaws 
require CPB approval of the slate before new nominees are seated on the ITVS Board. 
 
It should be noted that, while ITVS plays a major role in developing independent projects 
for public television, it is not the only way in which CPB supports the works of 
independent producers.  Independent producers also compete for direct grants from CPB 
and may receive funding from several other CPB supported sources, including the 
Minority Consortia.  ITVS does, however, currently deliver some 50 hours of 
independently produced programs to public television each year, representing a 
significant percentage of independent work supported by CPB.

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ITVS Funding Status and History 
 
The FY2007 CPB appropriation was $400,000,000.  Based on a legislatively defined 
formula, CPB allocated $98,276,658 of these funds for TV programming.   ITVS was a 
major recipient of this allocated funding, receiving a total of $12,767,785 in the final year 
of the multiyear contract renewed in 2005.  The multi-year contract streamlined the CPB 
contracting process for the ITVS agreements, provided a steady growth opportunity for 
ITVS and introduced the foundation of performance metrics into the contract work scope. 
 
CPB FY2007 funding to ITVS included two components: 1) $11,800,000 for program 
production, production support and service to independent producers (an increase of 
$500,000 over the support given in FY2006); and 2) $967,785 for ITVS operations.  CPB 
annual funding agreements for ITVS from its initial year (1990) through FY2007 total 
$160,588,500 (see Figure 1).

ITVS Production and Distribution History 
 
ITVS has established a record of successfully delivering a significant volume of high-
quality independent programming to Public Broadcasting Service (PBS), demonstrating 
the growing sophistication and refinement of ITVS’s program selection, production 
management and program packaging process.   
 
ITVS employs a full-service model that emphasizes innovation, quality and community 
outreach, spending 12-24 months to produce and prepare funded programs for public 
television broadcast.  Each program enters the ITVS process at a unique phase in its own 
production cycle, varying from early development stage to post-production.  Once ITVS 
has funded a project—in most cases leveraging CPB-provided funds against other public 
and private sources—the staff provides ongoing support services to producers, including: 
regular monitoring of production progress; technical and editorial assistance; and 
promotion and outreach support for finished programs.  
 
In 2007, 54 new programs aired on public television, representing 49.5 hours of 
programming.  Forty-four of these shows were broadcast on the National Program 
Service (NPS).  Since 2002, ITVS has increased the annual number of programs 
delivered to public television for broadcast by 42 percent (see Figure 2).

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Station usage of ITVS programs has increased over the years, reflecting the growing 
confidence of the public television system in ITVS, the success of the series Independent 
Lens and the critical reception of ITVS programming, which has included National 
Emmys, duPont-Columbia Awards and George Foster Peabody Awards, as well as many 
film awards from festivals like Sundance, and four Academy Award nominations for Best 
Documentary.  In 2007, ITVS programs received a total of 57 industry awards and 
31,417 public television airdates.  Since the first year of ITVS broadcasts, the number of 
annual airdates has grown from 127 in 1993 to 31,417 in 2007 (see Figure 3).

ITVS Operations and Administration 
 
In FY2007, ITVS relocated to a new facility, increasing its office space as it staffed new 
positions and brought split facilities under one roof.  At the end of FY2007, ITVS 
employed a total of 44 full-time and six part-time staff. 
 
ITVS operates in multi-year strategic plans developed to ensure its institutional health 
and stability and to take advantage of new media and other opportunities.  The current 
strategic plan outlines expected business activities with specific, measurable goals for the 
next several years.  The plan also contains annual performance benchmarks and long-
range plans for each of the four departments (programming, production, communications 
and business) that make up ITVS.  
 
Among the goals of the strategic plan has been the expansion of ITVS programming in 
the digital and international arenas.  For the digital environment, ITVS continued to build 
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infrastructure in FY2007, expanding online distribution and initiatives and initiating 
production for Global Voices, a new 26-part series for the digital channel PBS WORLD.  
Internationally, with the support of non-CPB funds from major foundations and the U.S. 
State Department, ITVS completed the second year of its Global Perspectives Project, the 
two-way programming exchange that brings the work of international independent 
filmmakers to U.S. television and the work of U.S. independent filmmakers to television 
networks abroad.  
 
 

Program Funding Activities 
 
The primary work of ITVS is providing financial support and services for independent 
programming that serves public broadcasting, while pursuing geographic, ethnic and 
cultural diversity in its allocation of resources.  In FY2007, ITVS budgeted $7,700,000, 
or 65.25 percent, of the production funds it received from CPB to license programming 
through production and development contracts.  ITVS earmarked an additional 17.1 
percent for direct program support costs, such as production management, producer 
orientation, reader expenses, program and production staff payroll, travel and consultants, 
and allocated the remaining 17.65 percent for outreach, station marketing, promotion, 
web support, communications staff and other broadcast support costs. 
 
ITVS uses a combination of general and invitation solicitation strategies to generate the 
diverse and innovative programming it supports.  Through its Open Call and Linking 
Independents and Co-producing Stations (LINCS) initiatives, general solicitations are 
encouraged and accepted on a wide range of subjects and themes.  While ITVS support 
though Open Call and LINCS is limited to finishing funds—support that will guarantee 
the completion and delivery of a finished program—ITVS also offers development 
support for early phase projects that meet its mission requirements.  A separate yearly 
solicitation process—both general and by invitation—is used to bring in additional post-
production phase programming for broadcast on Independent Lens. 
 
ITVS publicizes its funding opportunities through print and electronic media, and its 
website, www.itvs.org.  To ensure that producers of color and others underrepresented in 
the public and national media stay informed about these opportunities, ITVS directly 
promotes its initiatives to underrepresented communities and more generally to an 
extensive national mailing list of independent producers and public broadcasters.  Since 
2002, ITVS has worked specifically to increase the percentage of submissions from 
diverse applicants, registering 56 percent in 2007 compared to 27 percent in 2003,  
according to diversity information collected in funding applications. 
 
In FY2007, ITVS generated the following core general solicitations: 
 
• Open Call: Open Call provides completion funding for programs that are already in 

production.  It is ITVS’s largest funding initiative, with two funding rounds per year.  
In FY2007, Open Call generated a total of 588 applications, with the final selection of 
16 projects for funding.  
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• Linking Independents and Co-producing Stations (LINCS): Through LINCS, ITVS 

supports partnerships between independent producers and public television stations 
by providing incentive or matching grants generally ranging from $10,000 to 
$100,000.  The funding stream helps to develop production capabilities in areas of the 
country not traditionally active for independent television productions.  Sixty-six 
applications were received from independent producer/public television station 
partnerships; eight received funding.  

 
The process of selecting programs for funding begins with initial screening by ITVS staff 
and external reviewers, including public television programmers and producers, 
independent producers/directors, film professionals, print and broadcast film critics and 
journalists, educators, curators and film festival directors.  The most favorably reviewed 
projects are then forwarded to a final review panel (comprised of a similarly diverse 
range of media professionals), which makes funding recommendations to ITVS.  ITVS’s 
president gives final approval to panel-recommended projects.  ITVS Board members are 
prohibited from applying for support from ITVS or participating in program funding 
decisions while serving on the Board. 
 
In addition to the aforementioned core funding solicitations, ITVS also generated two 
supplementary solicitations supported by non-CPB funding: 
 
• Diversity Development Fund: In its fourth year of funding from the Ford Foundation, 

this fund continued to provide program development support for producers of color, 
attracting 166 applications and funding 11 projects in FY2007. 

 
• ITVS International Call: In its second year of funding from major foundations, the 

ITVS International generated 265 applications from 66 countries for its annual 
general solicitation, selecting eight projects for funding.  

 
As required by the CPB grant agreement, ITVS maintains a public file in its San 
Francisco office, containing the following information about all funded projects: 
 

• Producer’s final financial report (ITVS report form) 
• Selections list, explaining the criteria for selecting the program 
• Initiative list, indicating the initiative under which a program was funded   
• Narrative report, containing a brief description of a program, other program 

funders and minority status of the program’s producer) 
 
 

Producer Development and Support Activities 
 
In addition to funding independent producers, ITVS also serves as an important liaison to 
the independent producer community.  Work in this capacity includes: 
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Feedback to producers – ITVS provides producer feedback when proposals are submitted 
for production grants but are not selected for funding by the review panel.  This feedback 
helps producers improve story development, proposal writing, scripting and production 
budget planning.  Producers are encouraged to resubmit worthy projects for future 
funding rounds.  ITVS staff devotes considerable time to this service.   

 
Communications with producers – ITVS reaches out to an audience of independent 
producers broader than those actively seeking funding.  ITVS regularly participates in 
professional meetings, seminars, workshops, film festivals, screenings and discussions at 
film/communications schools across the country where independent producers gather for 
professional development and information exchange.  In 2007, ITVS staff participated in 
50 events.  ITVS also distributes a Producers Handbook, a popular guide for independent 
producers interested in working with public television. 
 
Mentoring program – ITVS continues to support “emerging” producers through its 
mentoring program.  Originally funded with a research and development grant from CPB, 
ITVS has fully incorporated this program into its producer services activities.  The 
mentoring program focuses on independent video/filmmakers working on ITVS funded 
projects who have had little previous access to public television platforms.  The initiative 
places particular emphasis on filmmakers representing underserved and/or 
underrepresented communities.   
 
Producer orientation program – The multi-day producer orientation program provides 
producers who are receiving ITVS contracts with information about contract compliance, 
financial oversight procedures, and PBS and CPB rights requirements and distribution 
procedures, as well as information about general marketing, outreach and promotion 
activities, which ITVS undertakes on behalf of funded projects.  The orientation offers 
technical information about producing for public television and offers ideas and 
suggestions to help independent producers create successful projects. 
 
 

ITVS Program Distribution, Promotion, Outreach and Interactive 
 
ITVS, along with PBS, co-curates and presents Independent Lens, a primetime series 
featuring a wide spectrum of independent filmmaking, with a focus on documentaries.  
Independent Lens is supported with promotional, publicity, community engagement, 
station relations and broadcast services, along with an interactive component through   
Independent Lens Online.  ITVS Community Cinema, the national community 
engagement arm of Independent Lens, works with organizations, local communities and 
public television stations around important social issues raised by the programs, 
presenting local screenings and discussions in cities nationwide. 
 
Independent Lens is the broadcast destination for many ITVS-funded shows, although 
programming also goes to other PBS series, including P.O.V., Frontline, Wide Angle and 
others.  ITVS works with PBS (which has the right of first refusal for all ITVS-funded 
programs) and other public television distribution entities, including other series, to 
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maximize program carriage.  Those ITVS-funded programs not accepted by the existing 
distribution entities are marketed to individual public television stations by ITVS.  These 
programs often complement individual station schedules and special programming needs 
such as heritage month celebrations.  
  
Program Distribution – In FY2007, 54 new ITVS-funded programs were provided to 
public television stations.  Of these, 44 aired on the PBS National Program Schedule 
(NPS).  (See Appendix A: FY2007 Station Carriage Report.)   
 
ITVS continued to collaborate with PBS to present Independent Lens.  Hosted by 
Academy Award-nominated actor Terrence Howard, Independent Lens continued to be 
one of the largest independent film series on television, featuring 50 filmmakers in the 
2006-07 series alone.  The series presents diverse stories seldom seen on television, from 
a profile of Israeli-Arab teenagers in Shadya, to Native American women in Miss Navajo, 
to an in-depth look at masculinity in rap music through Hip Hop: Beyond Beats and 
Rhymes. 
 
By the end of the season, Independent Lens had reached 14 million households in its 
principal broadcast weeks—an annual increase of 16 percent—with repeats over the next 
three years expected to almost double the total number of households.  The series was 
aired at feed—Tuesday nights at 10 p.m.—by 168 stations. An average of 198 stations 
nationwide aired the series during primetime.  
 
Promotion – ITVS works with public television stations, other local organizations and 
various free media to promote ITVS-funded shows.  Promotion activities in FY2007 were 
focused on increasing press coverage beyond national sources to regional and niche 
press.  In all, 3,656 articles about ITVS, Independent Lens and other ITVS programming 
appeared in a wide variety of publications, more than doubling the number of niche 
coverage and increasing the number of regional articles by 47 percent.  The measure of 
press coverage in advertising equivalent value—a common benchmark of public relations 
impact for commercial media—was $38.7 million, an increase of $12.4 million over 
FY2006. 
 
Outreach – Since 1996, outreach has been a cornerstone of ITVS’s efforts to connect its 
programs with relevant audiences nationwide.  ITVS Community Cinema, a monthly 
screening series highlighting select Independent Lens programs in 30 markets, produced 
220 events that drew 15,000 participants.  ITVS Regional Outreach Coordinators hosted 
screenings and panel discussions for such films as Knocking, Sentences Home, and Hip 
Hop, which included active participation from 16 national partner organizations, 
including the Boys and Girls Club of America, which hosted 150 of its own local 
screenings and discussions. 
 
Interactive – ITVS Interactive, which produces the www.itvs.org website as well as 
Independent Lens Online, extends the reach of ITVS programs by tapping into new 
audiences through the Web.  A major project of 2007 was the website for Hip Hop, which 
included downloadable discussion guides, fact sheets and numerous other resources.  In 
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total, the site logged more than 50,000 page views, with 5,000 discussion guides 
downloaded and 10,000 educator guides downloaded.  ITVS Interactive also produced 
the Online Shorts Festival and oversaw the creation of World Without Oil, an interactive 
alternative reality game highlighting energy use that attracted more than 1,800 people to 
play and 60,000 visitors who followed the game’s events.  
 
International – As FY2007 drew to a close, ITVS International prepared the public 
launch of the Global Perspectives Project.  This non-CPB funded project provided 
support and services for 30 projects from 17 countries designated for broadcast, with 
most of these programs designated for PBS broadcast and the remainder designated for 
cable television broadcast.  ITVS International also produced True Stories: Life in the 
U.S.A., a series of domestic programming previously funded by ITVS repackaged for 
distribution by public television networks in Indonesia, Malawi, Colombia and Peru. 
 
 

Award Highlights of ITVS in FY2007 
 
In FY2007, ITVS projects received 57 industry awards, including: 
 
One Academy Award Nomination. My Country My Country was nominated for Best 
Documentary Feature in 2007. 
 
Primetime Emmy Award and Two Nominations. A Lion in the House was recognized 
with a primetime Emmy Award, the first for ITVS.  My Country My Country and Boys of 
Baraka were nominated for News and Documentary Emmy Awards. 
 
DuPont and Other Recognition.  ITVS programs also received one Alfred I. duPont-
Columbia University Award for broadcast journalism along with festival recognition 
from Silverdocs, Sundance and many others. 
 
 

ITVS Audit 
 
CPB has received a copy of ITVS’s required annual independent audit for FY2007.  The 
auditors, Ravinder Singh & Associates of Oakland, California, found no problems.  (See 
Appendix B: FY2007 Audited ITVS Financial Statements.) 
 
 

Summary of ITVS Performance 
 
ITVS continues to operate efficiently as a non-profit, independent production service 
dedicated to serving both the independent producing community and the public television 
system.  In FY2007, the organization continued to improve its performance in many 
areas, with a focus on increasing the impact of its programming and continued integration 
of digital and international activities.   FY2007 marked the final year of a three-year 
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ITVS/CPB contract relationship that streamlines the CPB contracting process and 
continues to track performance metrics to gauge the organization’s success. 
 
CPB makes the following recommendations to ITVS: 
   

• Maintain representation of diverse perspectives in new and core programming 
initiatives.  ITVS’s mission is to make more diverse and innovative programming 
available to public television and the public.  ITVS has improved the diversity 
profile of its programming over the last five years, increasing its focus on funding 
projects made by geographically-diverse producers and producers of color.  As 
the demographic landscape continues to evolve and ITVS continues to explore 
new kinds of content production and distribution, we encourage ITVS to maintain 
attention to diversity across all of its initiatives and operations. 

 
• Focus on impact.  ITVS has been successful in expanding its operations and 

increasing its output.  CPB recognizes the value and benefits of this growth while 
encouraging ITVS to focus on the impact of its programming through community 
outreach and other initiatives.   

 
• Deepen relationships with independent producers.  As an important liaison for 

independent producers and public television, ITVS should also deepen its 
relationships with the independent producer community, seeking out new 
filmmaking talent and expanding the roots of public broadcasting. 

 
• Refine digital strategies for programming in the new media environment.  As the 

distribution landscape changes, ITVS continues to develop new strategies to reach 
the American people.  We encourage ITVS to refine these digital strategies to 
support public television as strongly as possible while continuing to serve in their 
role in the traditional broadcast environment.   

 
• Maintain leveraged funding.  In FY2007, ITVS maintained its fundraising 

activities to supplement CPB funding with other investments aimed at 
international work, diversity development funding and digital initiatives.  CPB 
applauds ITVS for its success in fundraising and encourages ITVS to continue its 
fund-raising efforts in order to further expand the impact of its core mission of 
developing and delivering diverse and innovative programming for public 
television.  

 
ITVS is an important partner in CPB’s efforts to support the growth of public service 
media, and CPB recognizes that ITVS has made significant progress in bringing creative, 
diverse content by independent producers to public television.  CPB expects to continue 
its collaborative partnership with ITVS and plans to work closely with ITVS to help 
ensure that the investment in ITVS is used best to benefit the American public.
